TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. To make your reservation for ‘Patchwork retreats’ at Hors des 

brumes please confirm the availability of the dates required by phone 

or email, then complete and sign the booking form and return it 

together with the initial non-refundable deposit of 25%. We will 

confirm the formal acceptance of the booking on receipt. Bookings run 

from Sunday 4pm arrival to Saturday after breakfast.

2. The balance of the Retreat cost is due no less than eight weeks 

before arrival. We will send you a reminder but if for any reason you 

don’t pay your booking will be cancelled. Bookings made within eight 

weeks of arrival require full payment.

3. If you have to cancel after paying the full amount we will only offer 

a refund if we can fill your place and after deducting any expenses or 

losses incurred in so doing. We reserve the right to cancel any 

bookings due to unforeseen circumstances with a full refund of all the 

money paid to us for the Retreat.

4. The characteristics of the barn that make it attractive (oak beams,

original floorboards, staircases, stone steps and paths, ponds, 

swimming pool etc and the off-the-beaten-track country location) also 

require care from the guests. We don’t recommend the barn to those 

with limited mobility or vision. Please check with us before booking if 

you have any concerns.

5. We strongly recommend that you arrange travel insurance that 

covers you for cancellation, loss or injury etc and that you bring your 

European Health Insurance Card with you.
